TECHNICAL REVIEW, FIRST NOTICE OF DEFICIENCY FOR THE PERMIT RENEWAL APPLICATION FOR GENERAL ELECTRIC INTERNATIONAL, INC.,

(EPA ID NUMBER CAD 030 584 502)

Dear Ms. Johnson:

The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) has completed the technical review of hazardous waste facility permit application Parts A and B dated June 30, 2014 for General Electric International, Inc. facility (the Facility) located at 3601 E. La Palma Avenue, Anaheim, California.  DTSC found several deficiencies in the Application that need to be addressed to consider the Application technically complete.  The deficiencies are listed below.
General Comments

1. The Part B Permit Application makes references to both title 22 California Code of Regulations (22 CCR) and title 40 Code of Federal Regulations (40 CFR).  However, in some instances it only makes references to 40 CFR and not 22 CCR.  Where applicable 22 CCR should also be referenced.  For example on page D-3 it only references 40 CFR Subpart CC where it should also reference Article 28.5 of 22 CCR.  In the event that the 22 CCR and 40 CFR requirements are the same, no reference to 40 CFR is needed.
Specific Comments

1. Please provide after subsection A.1 a summary of changes to the permit application that differ from the current permit approved in 2003.  The review of the 2014 permit application found new wastes added to the Parts A and B of the application.  For any changes please provide the reason for the changes.
2. Page A-4. Subsection A.8.a states that there are no other federally required permits that apply to the Hazardous Waste Storage Building.  However, page 3 of 4 of the Part A Permit Application located in Appendix 7 lists California Hazardous Waste Code 731 which are liquids with PCBs greater than or equal to 50 milligrams per liter.  This type of waste appears to require a permit from US EPA under TSCA.

3. Page B-2, section B.3 Facility Location, states that there are no public schools located within one mile of the GE LASC, then on page B-3 it states that a public high school is three-fourths of a mile north of the property.  Please make appropriate corrections so that the statements are consistent and correct.
4. Page D-1 states that information provided for section D Process Information-Containers of the Application is submitted in accordance with 40 CFR 270.15, 264.170 – 264.175 and 22 CCR 66264.15, 22 CCR 66264.172, and 22 CCR 66264.175.  Please revise to include section 66264.170, 66264.171, 66264.173, 66264.174, 66264.176, and 66264.177.
5. Appendix 9 Waste Analysis Plan.  Page 2-3 should list all the criteria the facility must test to determine if the waste is used oil.  Also the citation for complying with the used oil regulation should be stated as health and safety code division 20, chapter 6.5, Article 13, and “chapter 29 of title 22 of the California Code of Regulations.”  There is no specific section 66279 as noted in the permit application.

6. Appendix 9 Waste Analysis Plan, and Attachment A Typical Waste Streams.  Page 2-3 states that Attachment A-1 lists typical hazardous waste generated at the facility and that the list is not all-inclusive.  Attachment A-1 should include all hazardous wastes that will be stored in the authorized container storage unit.  Attachment A-1 did not include the new waste streams D002, D008, D035, F005, F007, F008, F009, P098, P104, 123, 132, 134, 141, 222, 513, 731, 791, and 792.  Also waste code 541 was included in Attachment A-1 but was not listed in the Part A permit application.

7. Appendix 9 Waste Analysis Plan, Attachment B Determinative Methods for Organic and Inorganic Analysis.  Attachment B provides a list of constituents with analytical methods.  Attachment B should also include all constituents for the new waste streams.  For example Cyanide, potassium cyanide and silver cyanide.

8. Appendix 9 Waste Analysis Plan, Attachment C Representative Waste Profile Sheets.  Attachment C should also include profile sheets for hazardous waste to be stored in the container unit.

9. Page D-1 limits the information to sections 66264.15, 66264.172 and 66264.175 of title 22 California Code of Regulations.  It should include 66264.17, 66264.18, 66264.31, 66264.32, 66264.35, and 66264.170 through 66264.177.

10. Page D-1 discusses compliance with the secondary containment volume.  The volume of the water from the sprinkler system should be considered in evaluating the adequacy of the secondary containment system.  Please revise the Application to include the volume of water that will be generated when the sprinkler system turns on.  Also as required by section 66264.175 (c), title 22, California Code of Regulations, please submit a written certification signed by an independent, qualified professional engineer, registered in California that indicates that the secondary containment system is designed to provide adequate containment.  The secondary containment and foundation structure must be certified as required by section 66270.11 of title 22, California Code of Regulations.

11. Page D-3 states the GE LASC will also reuse the original container to handle hazardous waste.  Please provide a discussion how the facility will comply with USDOT regulations including those set forth in 40 CFR section 1736.28 for reused containers.
12. Page D-3 discusses the aisle space requirements.  Please provide in inches the minimum aisle space that will be maintain in the Hazardous Waste Storage Building.  Also include it in subsection F.3.b Aisle Space Requirements.
13. Page F-4.  The inspection list provided in subsection F.2.b.1 Container Inspection should include all items listed in the Weekly Inspection Checklist located in Appendix 10.  Please include in the list the container/drum count and total capacity to ensure that the hazardous waste storage area is not over the authorized capacity, and safety and communication equipment inside the building or adjacent that services the Hazardous Waste Storage Building.
14. Both the inspection list on page F-4 and the Weekly Inspection checklist should include inspection of the container storage building for deterioration of roof, walls, floor, secondary containment, and seismic mechanism that secures the building including the condition of the nuts, bolts and concrete/asphalt surrounding the seismic mechanism.

15. Page F-9.  Please provide the duration time the sprinkler will be on and amount of water it will generate when the sprinkler system is activated.  Also provide information showing that it meets the fire code and municipal codes (see comment above regarding containment).
16. The review of the closure of the Hazardous Waste Storage Building is only limited to section I and not the actual Closure Plan located in Appendix 4.  Page I-1 States containers may be stored outside the Hazardous Waste Storage Building whenever more than 26 containers are accumulated.  Is this activity planned to only occur during closure or also during the active life of the permit?  Furthermore, this activity is not authorized under the permit, please revise accordingly.
17. It is unclear in section J, what is the closure status of the PCB Storage Building and the PCB Staging Area.  It only states that it will be closed.  If it hasn’t been certified closed, it may still need to be include in the closure cost estimate and have post closure care.  Please provide a summary of the closure status including the closure activities performed, what was found, and what activities need to be performed.  Also include the schedule for completing closure of the PCB Storage Building and PCB Staging Area.

18. Section L Part B Certification has the certification of the Part B permit application signed by the Service Center Manager.  In accordance with section 66270.11 of title 22 of the California Code of Regulations, the certification for a corporation must be made by a responsible corporate officer such as a president, secretary, treasurer, or vice-president of the corporation in charge of a principal business function, or any other person who is authorized to perform similar policy or decision making functions, which govern the operation of the regulated facility, for the corporation.  Please provide documentation demonstrating that the Service Center Manager is authorized to certify the permit application.
Please revise the Application according to all comments in the Notice of Deficiency and submit the revised Application within 30 days from the date of this letter.  Should you have any questions, please contact me at (818) 717-6577 or via email at Robert.Lira@dtsc.ca.gov.
